Unit #3207 Foreclosure Much effort has gone into
how best to recover the outstanding maintenance fees
and expenses ($12K) associated with this unit. The
Association attorney and our manager, Leslie
Randolph, have been very helpful working through
the foreclosure process. At this point, the Association
has taken title and is now participating in a possible
bank short sale. The BOD’s goal is simple...recover
the monies owed the Association. We'll keep you
informed.
Security Recent property theft has caused the BOD
to create an ad hoc Security Planning Committee
(SPC). The SPC will prepare an overall security plan
and made a recommendation to the BOD for the
implementation of a security system. The matter will
be taken up at either the March or the April BOD
meeting
