Resolution Committee Is Up and Running

As you know, the BOD has been working on a process
by which violations to the “rules” must be administered to
conform to Florida State statute. The Resolution
Committee (RC) Charter, adapted by the BOD at the
January meeting, details that process. To learn more about
the RC and how it works, please see the RC Charter posted
in the Clubhouse or find it online at villasdegolf.net
Personal Washers and Dryers in Units

Personally owned washer and dryers in units is
prohibited by the VDG Bylaws. Many years ago, a small
number of Owners installed washers and dryers in their
units.  As these units come up for sale, the BOD will
mandate tht the new Owners remove them. The affected
Owners need to be aware of this and make that known to
the listing agent. Further, improperly vented dryers (e.g.
in the crawl space under the roof) are a serious fire hazard
that impacts all of us. Future fire safety inspections may be
held by the City Fire Marshall. If you are among the few
that have personally owned laundry equipment in your
unit, now is the time to remove them. And frankly, as the
Association now owns and maintains the equipment in our
twenty (20) laundry rooms, it makes no sense to own your
own!

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Progress...

‘You may remember from the January Villadom; the
Landscape Committee is working to develop and
implement a creative plan for the patio/lanai side of each
of the buildings based on consistency, while addressing
the environmental conditions of each building.

At the Landscaping Meeting held Jan.7th, the
committee initiated discussion of this project. To start, the
committee assessed the environmental conditions for each
of the buildings and categorized them based on full sun,
semi-sun/shade and primarily shade. A sampling of
recommended plantings was developed based on the
environmental categories. The committee thought that it
‘was important to have a common element connecting the
buildings. With this in mind, the committee is
recommending an 18 inch red lava rock border behind
each of the buildings. The lava rock is porous, will not
affect soil composition, protects the buildings from
termites and will add color to the landscape.

You may have seen the Landscaping Committee
‘members roaming the property over the past few weeks.
During these walk-arounds, the Committee proposed
planting low level, low maintenance plantings under the
‘window areas of each unit. A grid of recommended plants
‘was developed based on environmental conditions. There
‘was also discussion of placing taller planting in front of a
‘number of the flat masonry areas adjacent to the patio
enclosures. The Comittee is currently finalizing their
recommendations, which will be available for review by
the community at the Annual Meeting on February Sth.

During these walk-arounds of each of the buildin
we learned that there is a wide disparity in the condition of
the patio areas throughout the complex. Some patios are in
disrepair, others are totally off spec and other patio arcas
are strictly mud. The Committee recommends that patios
in poor condition be removed before landscaping is
initiated. For Owners considering installing or replacing a
patio, this would be an opportune time to plan, provide
their request to the Board and complete the project.

On another note: the weather was great and the
volunteers were enthusiastic.. Many, Many Thanks to the
Community and Buildings and Grounds members who
stepped up on the 14th to refurbish the building markers
and several other areas in the complex. It was a fun time
forall.
